palmer then assists in Isaac s escape from Rotherwood with the additional aid of the swineherd Gurth Isaac of York offers to
repay his debt to the palmer with a suit of armour and a war horse to participate in the tournament at Ashby de la Zouch on
his inference that the palmer was secretly a knight The palmer is taken by surprise but accepts the offer Sir Walter Scott 1st
Baronet FRSE 15 August 1771 21 September 1832 was a Scottish historical novelist playwright and poet with many

characters sympathetically and realistically and was equally just to merchants soldiers and even kings Central themes of
