The papers scored by three out of five panelists requiring two out of three identical scores for immediate agreement a less
stringent criterion showed greater immediate agreement Overall the mean of the scores was 2 15 SD 0 61 indicating a fairly
low level of ratings on the four point rubric in this baseline sample The lowest scoring dimensions were the two feedback
dimensions with means of 1 67 and 1 62 Conclusion After using the rubric with the work samples the panel was able to
